Call To Order: The meeting was called to order by Chairman Connors at 8:10 a.m.
Public Comments:  None
[bookmark: _Hlk216178009][bookmark: _Hlk202891979]Approval Of Minutes:   A motion was made by Commissioner Fleming to approve the minutes of the meeting held on December 9, 2025. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Myhre and approved by the unanimous vote of the Commission members present.
Trout in the Classroom Program:
ES Lyons stated that he was hoping to have Trout in the Classroom Program aquariums at Berrendos, Antelope, Lassen View, Bend, RBHS Special Needs class and Kirkwood schools.  He will also keep an aquarium in his office.  The aquariums will be set up next week, with the eggs added the last week of January.  ES Lyons explained that he hopes to use a steelhead/late fall chinook egg blend so that the kids can see the difference between the fish. The release date has not yet been set, but he is anticipating it to be set for either April 1st or 2nd, before the kids leave for Easter break.  He stated that he has adequate supplies and will not need anything additional for the program.

Statewide deer management plan scoping presentation by CDFW staff:
CDFW Supervisor John Perrine gave a presentation regarding the Deer Conservation and Management Plan For California.  He stated that they are still in the scoping, conceptual stage, but that work has begun on the first draft which they hope to have completed in early 2026.  Mr. Perrine explained the elements of the plan and suggested that any comments can be emailed to Brian Leo, Statewide Coordinator at BigGame@wildlife.ca.gov.  A question and answer period followed bringing up various concerns including the increase in predators and that the plan is not anticipated to be completed until 2028.  There was also concern regarding the availability of resources to begin implementation of the plan upon completion.  Some additional discussion was held regarding the current wolf situation in California and that this situation will worsen before the plan is complete.

Continued discussion regarding public access concerns at Tehama County boat ramps: 
[bookmark: _Hlk216174209]Commissioner Marine stated that he had no additional information at this time.  Commissioner Joiner explained that it was not possible to launch a boat at either Woodson Bridge boat ramp or Bend boat ramp.

[bookmark: _Hlk202893473]CDFW Staff Reports:  
ES Sater explained that the solar GPS ear tags are working well despite the fog and bad weather, and that they will continue to get collars out.  A recently collared doe died approximately a week and a half after being collared.  The cause of death is unknown, but they were able to retrieve the collar.  
ES Sater talked about the challenges regarding the grazing permits this year, noting that two areas will not be grazed this year due to application problems. He further talked about the work that Dusty Debraga has done to get the feral cattle out of the Mill Creek drainage and surrounding areas.  He noted that this work is paid for from a grant with the RCD.
Commissioner Reports
[bookmark: _Hlk216177123]Steve Joiner:  He read a statement from the Coleman Fish Hatchery which explained their program to distribute salmon carcasses back into the river.  Hopefully they can expand the program in the future as it has many benefits for the natural environment.  The remaining carcasses that were not allowed to go back into the river were taken to a rendering company at a cost of $125,000.
Lorin Fleming: Ongoing concerns about the wolves, noting the horse that was attacked by wolves in Siskiyou County.  
Ben Myhre:  Recommended that everyone listen to a 6 Ranch podcast regarding mountain lions.  He also mentioned that the documentary “Killing Catalina” should be coming out in the near future.
